Charger, and plans changed. Father and son
both fell for the 1971, which made a dramatic
styling statemant at a tima whan Datroit was
shifting Ihe battie from “most horsepower” 1o
“my hood I= longer than yours.”

Tim was hoping his dad would ordar the
Hami, but thal was a budget busier. Three
yoars later, when people wore practically
giving away used musclecars, Tim's father
finally got his ‘71 Hemi Charger, Since then,
Tim's been collecting Mopars and today
owns 35 primo musclecans.

Mow, get this—16 ol Wellbom's Mopars
are Hemi Chargem, including four Super
Bees and 12 R/ Ts. All have aither been
restored by Roger Gibson or remain in
original survivor condition and detailed by
Gibson. That would describe our featurs car,
a Hami Super Bes four-spead with |ust ovar
20,000 miles that Wellborn recently bought
from its orginal owner,

Chrysler made just 85 Haml Changers for
1971, including just 22 Super Bees (13
automatics and nine four-speads) and 63
A/T's (33 automatics and 30 four-speeds).
Do the math: Tim Wellbom is just one car
away from owning 20 percant of onginal
1871 Hemi Charger production. Count haow
many ane keft, and it's a ditferent story.
“Whila everybody was going after E-bodies,
| was collecting the B-bodies,” he says.

But Wellbomn, from Aloxander City,
Alabama, s not into his 1871 Hemi Chargers
for tha bucks —he says he has no plans (o

sall any of them, It gets better—he drives
every ona of his Mopars, including this
Super Bea. "The sound of the Hami going
throwgh the gears and both Carters opening
up really takes me back in tima,” be says.

He counts it among his top thies or four
Chargers and says his favorite driver ks the
1871 Moilor Trend Hemi Super Bee road test
car, a-30,000-mile survivor that he bought
not long after wa ran the article on it two
yoars ago. It's got extra sentimental value,
since it's butterscotch, the same color as s
now-deceasad fathers 1971 RT.
